What do I do?

Using the scientific method you decide something you would like to investigate. 

When do I do it? 
You can begin now! Once you decide what you’d like to investigate, start gathering your materials.  Don’t forget to take pictures and record results for your graph!

How long do I have?

If you start now, you would have 8 weeks.
Week 1:  Figure out what you want to do.  

Ask for help from your teacher. 

Week 2:  Gather your materials, write up your question.  Get your display board.

Week 3:  Do your actual experiment.  Be sure to write down what you are measuring: time, distance, colors, etc.

Week 4:  Do a rough draft of your experiment using the scientific method.  Ask your teacher to help you make improvements. 

Week 5:  Get your board out and start to place your pictures and see how much room you need for your write ups.

Week 6.  Glue everything onto your board.

Then you have 2 weeks if something takes longer than you expect!
